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LOCATION / TERRAIN

Powder South offers Heli-Packages in the Chilean Central Andes, primarily between latitude
32 degrees and 35 degrees south. We are based outside of Santiago, Chile where we have
access to thousands of hectacres of unlimited terrain. Such terrain includes the Aconcagua,
Juncal and Rio Colorado Valleys to the north, the Olivares, Parraguirre, and Tupungato
Valleys located centrally, and the Aparejo, Marmolejo, Pangal, Rengo to Tinguiririca Valleys
to the south. This is an amazingly vast mountain region offering a variety of endless terrain
from glaciated Andean peaks to steep ridges and gullies, with elevations ranging from
2,500 meters (8,250’'D5) to 4,500 meters (14,850’'D5), a combination of some of the world’'D5s
most exciting heli-skiing/snowboarding terrain imaginable, surrounded by a breathtaking
backdrop of 6,700 meter (22,000’'D5) peaks. We have the privilege of dry continental snow
pack at high altitude, synonymous with champagne powder at its best. Snow accumulation
comes from the Pacific Ocean, a mere 100 miles (160 km) west of the Andes. Flying
conditions are best during winter, due to an almost zero thermal reduction, a daily weather
phenomena in summer, caused by heat and cumulus build-up in early afternoon.
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LODGING

We use the exist ing and comfortable
infrastructure of Chile’'D5s traditional mountain
lodges, such as our deluxe, locally owned,
and tasteful El Ingenio Lodge, a jewel of
Andean hospitality located in the Maipo Valley,
family run to perfection. At the lodge you
will be able to enjoy all the amenities expected
from a mountain lodge, an outdoor hot tub
and swimming pool, gourmet cuisine, and
infinite Chilean hospitality. Treat yourself to
a massage after skiing, or read a book in
front of the fireplace while served delicious
appetizers prepared daily by our Chef.

The El Ingenio Lodge has a character all of
its own. With true confidence, we consider
it to be one of a kind in the heli-ski business,
one of the Central Andes’'D5 best kept secrets,
within 5 minutes of the South American
continent’'D5s best heli-skiing! This uniqueness
may include an inviting outdoor fire, meals
served outside twice a week when mild
temperatures at the lodge permit, or fresh
homemade ice cream served as you step off
the helicopter after a long day of heliskiing/
boarding.

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HELI-SKI/SNOWBOARD WEEK OVERVIEW

Saturday Day 1 - After landing in Santiago, Chile, a Powder South representative will meet
you at the airport and direct you to your van for ground transportation, or to your reserved
helicopter connection, to transport you to your lodging in the mountains. You will meet
with your heli-ski guide for gear check, briefing, group selection, and later an avalanche
beacon search and safety clinic will be conducted, along with the required helicopter briefing.
Welcome Dinner at the Lodge.

Sunday Day 2 - Immediately after breakfast we walk to the heliport only yards from your
room. Soon we will carve our first turns in the pristine Andes, an unforgettable alpine setting
of Himalayan proportions. Each group will have a minimum of 1 heli-ski guide, a 4 : 1 ratio,
or a 3 : 1 ratio depending on the number of guests. Today we take it slowly. It will be your
first day exposed to the thin air at nearly 15,000’'D5 elevation in the magnificent surroundings
of the dramatic and rugged Central Andes Mountains. Back to Base for the night to a well
deserved gourmet dinner at the Lodge.

Monday Day 3 - After breakfast we gain altitude as we become more comfortable and
familiar with the terrain, as well as better acclimatized to the altitude. There is always the
possibility of discovering a new landing zone, or virgin terrain never skied or snowboarded
before. It is highly likely that you will have the chance to pioneer a few runs with us, since
the terrain is vast, the possibilities endless, and much is yet unexplored. Return to Base
and dinner at the Lodge.

Tuesday Day 4 - Another exciting day with more runs, powder and fun! We continue
discovering the Andes and tracking new powder. Picnic at mid-day, then continue heli-skiing
and/or heli-boarding. By this time the group will be well acclimatized and feeling stronger.
We may go a bit higher or perhaps move to a different valley, depending on conditions,
and group strength and abilities. Return to Base for dinner.

Wednesday Day 5 - After breakfast we repeat our heli-ski routine. Those who are ready
for a break can soak at the nearby hot springs, go horseback riding, choose a day of resort
skiing, or simply relax at the Lodge.

Thursday Day 6 – After breakfast we continue with our exciting program; more heli-time,
and more turns and vertical feet in the majestic Andes Mountains. Return to Base for dinner.

Friday Day 7 - After breakfast we start our 6th and final day of our heli-ski / heli-board
journey into the Andes. After skiing, we pack and transfer you to your hotel in Santiago,
the Park Hyatt, for an enjoyable Friday evening in the city.

22 hours of flying time for our Classic Heli-Package

This amount of hours, if well managed, should accomplish close to 30,500 vertical meters/100,000
vertical feet of quality heli-skiing with each of the 3 packages. However we cannot guarantee this,
and it may be less, due to the nature of heli-skiing in the Andes, where terrain access requires variable
flying time from the lodge, depending on conditions.

POWDER SOUTH, LLC guarantees, and will refund the following amount of hours for each package
we offer, if this amount is not accomplished due to poor weather, or mechanical failure, POWDER
SOUTH, LLC will reimburse as much as 4 hrs of flying time, per group of 4 people, or 7,200 Euros
(1,800 Eu/per hr) per group of 4 people. *Note: as an example, if in the Classic Package, a group
of 12 flies a total of 20 hrs, the amount to be refunded will be equal to 2 hrs (3,600 Euros).

In consideration of POWDER SOUTH accepting my application for and permitting me to participate in a helicopter
skiing trip on lands under their control in the metropolitan region, south and north of it, the following waiver of
all claims, release from all liability, assumption of all risks, agreement not to sue and other terms of this agreement
("POWDER SOUTH Heli-Ski Waiver") are entered into by me with and for the benefit of:  POWDER SOUTH
INC. and their affiliates and subsidiaries.

I waive any and all claims that I have or may in the future have against, and release from all liability and agree
not to sue, POWDER SOUTH, and any of their shareholders, directors, officers, employees, servants, helicopter
skiing guides, helicopter pilots, helicopter maintenance personnel, agents, contractors, suppliers and representatives
(collectively, the "Personnel") for any personal injury, death, property damage or other loss that I sustain during
or as a result of any POWDER SOUTH Heli-Ski Trip due to any cause whatsoever on the part of any one or
more of POWDER SOUTH and the Personnel or others, including:
(a) negligence (the meaning of which includes failure to use such care as a reasonably prudent and careful
person would use under similar circumstances and failure to meet standards of care in the helicopter skiing
industry in Chile for the safety of heli-skiers);
(b) breach of any other duty imposed by law, including any duty imposed by occupiers liability or other
legislation;
(c) breach of any contract; and
(d) mistakes or errors in judgment of any kind.
I am aware of the risks inherent in skiing and I am aware that helicopter skiing has certain additional dangers
and risks, including:

AVALANCHES: I am aware that avalanches frequently occur in the mountainous terrain used for helicopter
skiing. If I use a snowboard or telemark skis, I am aware that there is an increased risk that I will not survive
an avalanche if the snowboard or telemark skis do not have a binding release mechanism. I am aware that the
risk of an avalanche is always present in helicopter skiing, that this risk cannot be completely eliminated by
POWDER SOUTH and the Personnel, and that avalanche accidents may result from the failure for any reason
(including negligence) of POWDER SOUTH or the Personnel to correctly determine the stability and safety of
a slope for skiing or to predict where or when an avalanche might occur.

MOUNTAIN TERRAIN: In addition to avalanches, I am aware that the rugged mountain terrain used for helicopter
skiing has many other dangerous obstacles and hazards including glacier crevasses, rock outcroppings, cornices,
cliffs, heavily forested areas with fallen trees and tree stumps, creeks and boulders and also man-made hazards
such as logging clear cuts, logging roads, road banks and fences that cross heli-skiing slopes; that these hazards
may be hidden by snow; and that if I become injured or lost in severe winter weather conditions or difficult terrain
there is a risk of delay in being rescued.

POWDER SOUTH LLC
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TREE WELLS: I am aware that deep depressions ("tree wells") in the snow beneath the trees on
slopes used for helicopter skiing can be a serious hazard to heli-skiers.

OTHER HELI-SKIERS: Heli-skiers ski in groups or with partners and I am aware of the risk of colliding
with other heli-skiers and the risk of being separated from other heliskiers or becoming lost.

HELICOPTER TRAVEL: I am aware of the risk of mechanical failure or operational error including pilot
error in the operation of helicopters and that there are increased risks of helicopter travel in mountainous
areas, especially in winter weather conditions.

WEATHER: I am aware that weather conditions may be extreme and can change rapidly without
warning.

TRANSPORTATION TO AND FROM AREAS: I am aware of the risks associated with transport through
mountainous areas including rapidly changing road and highway conditions and the risks of using
aircraft, motor coaches, vans and taxis which may or may not be owned and/or operated by POWDER
SOUTH.

I assume and accept all the risks and dangers of helicopter skiing and the possibility of personal injury,
death, property damage or other loss as a result. I agree that, although POWDER SOUTH and the
Personnel may take precautions to reduce the risks and increase the safety of helicopter skiing and
to determine whether a particular slope is safe from the risk of avalanche or other hazards before it
is skied, it is not possible for POWDER SOUTH or the Personnel to make helicopter skiing completely
safe or to predict with complete assurance whether the terrain to be skied is safe from the risk of
avalanche. I willingly accept these risks and agree to the terms of this POWDER SOUTH Heli-Ski
Waiver even if POWDER SOUTH or any of the Personnel are found in law to be negligent or in breach
of a duty of care or any other obligation to me in their conduct of any POWDER SOUTH Heli-Ski Trip.
I am aware that the enjoyment and excitement of helicopter skiing is derived in part from skiing in
powder snow on steep ungroomed slopes and is contributed to by the inherent risks of helicopter skiing.

I confirm that I am of the full age of twenty one years, that I have had sufficient time to read and
understand what I am agreeing to in this POWDER SOUTH Heli-Ski Waiver before signing it and that
it will be binding upon my heirs, next of kin, executors, administrators and successors.
